3) When the pulling-out tool is inserted until it hits the housing lance, the tip of the tool
pushes up the locking lance of the housing and the contact becomes ready to be pulled
out. (See Figure-4, 5 (3))

4) When the pulling-out tool is inserted, pull out the cable from the other side.

The contact can be smoothly pulled out. (See Figure-4, 5 (4))
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Note: (1) If the contact pulled out is to be reused, make sure that there is no defect with the
contact. If there is, do not use it.

(2) If the tool is inserted, the lance of the contact is automatically released.
If you forcedly move the tool in an incorrect way, the lance or even the tool itself is
damaged. Do not try to move the tool forcedly.

(3) Never insert the tool in the contact’ s engagement side. If the tool is inserted there,
make sure to replace the contact with new one.

(1) After the use, wipe off the tool with clean cloth and keep it at a dry place.
(2) Take care that the tool is not dropped.
(3) Visually check that the tip of tool is not scratched.
If the tool tip is scratched, replace it with new one, because otherwise it may damage the

lance.
